If you wish to submit a nomination for any of the Awards listed overleaf, please follow the
instructions below.

Entry Requirements
Centres must be a current NOCN or One Awards Centre, recognised through One
Awards.

Tutors must be currently employed by a Recognised Centre.

Learners must have completed a course accredited by NOCN or One Awards and have
received their Certificate (or provide proof of a signed RAC if the Certificate has not yet
been received).

Nominees must agree to their story being used by One Awards for promotional purposes,
and be willing to sign the release statement to facilitate this.

Judging

The Judging Panel will consist of a member of the Board of Trustees, External Verifier,
Access Moderator and a member of One Awards staff. All awards will be considered
against the published criteria.

Nominations

The nomination statement is important. The information provided needs to be substantial
enough to demonstrate to the judging panel that the nominee meets the award criteria.
Nomination statements should take the form of a narrative, and provide information on
why the nominee has been nominated, what their achievement is, and its impact.
