On
completion of the session you need to evaluate its effectiveness.

The lesson plan needs a clear format and should include details of the
learning outcome(s) for the session; a definite introduction; learning
activities, the resources needed for the session and a plenary to the
session. Assessment for learning activities must also be included in the
session.
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
